1. Scope of Bid

The National Power Corporation (NPC or NAPOCOR) wishes to receive Bids for the 
SUPPLY AND DELIVERY OF DISTANCE RELAY FOR the MASBATE 
SUBSTATION AND 69 KV TRANSMISSION LINES, with identification number 
PR NO. S1-MS623-018.

The Procurement Project (referred to herein as “Project") is composed of one (1) lot 
and will be awarded to one (1) Bidder in one complete contract, the details of which 
are described in Section VI (Technical Specifications).

2. Funding Information

2.1. The GOP through the source of funding as indicated below for CY 2022 in the 
amount of R1,903,500.00.

2.2. The source of funding is the Corporate Operating Budget of the National Power 
Corporation.

3. Bidding Requirements

The Bidding for the Project shall be governed by all the provisions of RA No. 9184 and 
its 2016 revised IRR, including its Generic Procurement Manuals and associated 
policies, rules, and regulations as the primary source thereof, while the herein ciauses 
shall serve as the secondary source thereof.

Any amendments made to the IRR and other GPPB issuances shall apply only to the 
ongoing posting, advertisement, or IB by the BAC through the issuance of a 
supplemental or bid bulletin.

The Bidder, by the act of submitting its Bid, shali be deemed to have verified and 
accepted the general requirements of this Project, including other factors that may 
affect the cost, duration, and execution or implementation of the contract, project, or 
work and examine all instructions, forms, terms, and project requirements in the 
Bidding Documents.

4. Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices

The Procuring Entity, as well as the Bidders and Suppliers, shall observe the highest 
standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of the contract. They or 
through an agent shall not engage in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, and 
obstructive practices defined under Annex T of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 
or other integrity violations in competing for the Project.

5. Eligible Bidders

5.1. Only Bids of Bidders found to be legally, technically, and financially capable will 
be evaluated.

5.2. Foreign ownership exceeding those ailowed under the rules may participate 
when citizens, (x>rporations, or associations of a country, included in the list 
issued by the GPPB, the laws or regulations of which grant redprocal rights or 
privileges to citizens, corporations, or associations of the Philippines.

The foreign bidder claiming eligibility, because their country extends reciprocal 
rights to Filipinos, shall submit a certification from the relevant government office 
of thar country stating that Filipinos are allowed to partidpate in their 
government procurement activities for the same Kem/product. The said 
certification shall be validated during ttie post-qualification of bidders.

5.3. Pursuant to Section 23.4.1.3 of the 2016 revised IRRof RA No.9184, the Bidder 
shall have an SLCC that is at least one (1) contract similar to the Project the 
value of which, adjusted to current prices using the PSA’s CPI, must be at least 
equivalent toat least fifty percent (50%) of the ABC.

6. Origin of Goods

There is no restriction on the origin of goods other than those prohibited by a dedsion 
of the UN Security Coundl taken under Chapter Vtl of the Charter of the UN, subject to 
Domestic Preference requirements under ITB Clause 18.

7. Subcontracts

7.1. The Bidder may subcontract portions of the Project to the extent allowed by the 
Procuring Entity as stated herein, but in no case more than twenty percent (20%) 
of the Project.

The portions of Project and the maximum percentage allowed to be 
subcontracted are indicated in the BDS, which shall not exceed twenty percent 
(20%) of the contracted Goods.

7.2. The Supplier may identify its subcontractor during the contract implementation 
stage. Subcontractors identified during the bidding may be changed during the 
implementation of this Contract. Subcontractors must submit the documentary 
requirements under Section 23.1 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 and 
comply with the eligil:»lity criteria specified in ITB Clause 5 to the implementing or 
end-user unit.

9. Clarification and Amendment of Bidding Documents

Prospective bidders may request for ctarification on and/or interpretation of any part of
the Bidding Documents. Such requests must be in writing and received by the
Procuring Entity, either at its given address or through electronic mail indicated in the
IB, at least ten (10) calendar days before the deadline set for the submission and
receipt of Bids.

10. Documents Comprising the Bid: Eligibility and Technical Components

10.1. The first envelope shall contain the eligibility and technical documents of the Bid 
as spedfied in Section VIII (NPCSF-GOODS-01 - Checklist of Technical and 
Financial Documents).

10.2. The Bidder’s SLCC as indicated in ITB Clause 5.3 should have been completed 
within ten (10) years before the deadline for the submission and receipt of bids.

10.3. If the eligibility requirements or statements, the bids, and all other documents for 
submission to the BAC are in a foreign language other than English, they must 
be accompanied by a translation in English, which shall be authenticated by the 
appropriate Philippine foreign service establishment, post, or the equivalent 
office having jurisdiction over the foreign bidder’s affairs in the Philippines.

12. Bid Prices

12.1. Prices indicated on the Price Schedule shall be entered separately in the 
following manner

a. For Goods offered from within the Procuring Entity’s country:
i. The price of the Goods quoted EXW (ex-works, ex-factory, ex­

warehouse, ex-showroom, or off-the-shelf, as applicable);

ii. The cost of all customs duties and sales and other taxes already paid or 
payable;

b. For Goods offered from abroad:

i. Unless otherwise stated in the BPS, the price of the Goods shall be 
quoted delivered duty paid (DDP) with the place of destination in the 
Philippines as specified in the BPS. In quoting the price, the Bidder 
shall be free to use transportation through carriers registered in any 
eligible country. Similarly, the Bidder may obtain insurance services 
from any eligible source country.

13. Bid and Payment Currencies

13.1. For Goods that the Bidder will supply from outside the Philippines, the bid prices 
may be quoted in the local currency or tradable currency accepted by the BSP at 
the discretion of the Bidder. However, for purposes of bid evaluation, Bids 
denominated in foreign currencies shall b converted to Philippine cuirency based 
on the exchange rate as published in the BSP reference rate bulletin on the day 
of the bid opening.

13.2. Payment of the contract price shall be made in Philippine Pesos.

14. Bid Security

14.1. The Bidder shall submit a Bid Securing Declaration or any form of Bid Security in 
the amount indicated in the BDS, which shall be not less than the percentage of 
the ABC in accordance with the schedule in the BDS.

15. Sealing and Marking of Bids

Each Bidder shall submit one copy of the first and second components of its Bid.

The Procuring Entity may request additional hard copies and/or electronic copies of 
the Bid. However, failure of the Bidders to comply with the said request shall not be a 
ground for disqualification.

If the Procuring Entity allows the submission of bids through online submission or any 
other electronic means, the Bidder shall submit an electronic copy of its Bid, which 
must be digitally signed. An electronic copy that cannot be opened or is corrupted shall 
be considered non-responsive and, thus, automatically disqualified.

16. Deadline for Submission of Bids

16.1. The Bidders shall submit on the specified date and time and either at their 
physical address or through online submission as indicated in paragraph 7 of the 
IB.

17. Opening and Preliminary Examination of Bids

17.1. The BAG shall open the Bids in public at the time, on the date, and at the place 
specified in paragraph 9 of the IB. The Bidders' representatives who are present 
shall sign a register evidencing their attendance. In case videoconferencing, 
webcasting, or other similar technologies will be used, the attendance of 
participants shall likewise be recorded by the BAG Secretariat.

In case the Bids cannot be opened as scheduled due to justifiable reasons, the 
rescheduling requirements under Section 29 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No.

19.1. The Procuring Entity’s BAG shall immediately conduct a detailed evaluation of 
all Bids rated “passed," using non-discretionary pass/fail criteria. The BAG 
shall consider the conditions in the evaluation of Bids under Section 32.2 of the 
2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

19.2. If the Project allows partial bids, bidders may submit a proposal on any of the 
lots or items, and evaluation will be undertaken on a per lot or item basis, as 
the case may be.
