7. Bid Price Validity

Price Validity shall not be less than One Hundred Twenty (120) calendar days from date of bid
submission.

8. Eligibility Criteria

a.  Bids shall be checked using the PASS / FAIL Criteria for Legal, Technical and Financial
components.

b.  From the bids that were rated PASSED, the same shall be ranked and corrected for
computational errors to identify the Lowest Calculated Quotation (LCQ).

9. Detailed Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

The LCQ shall be subjected to detailed evaluation against the Technical Specifications including
arithmetical computations. Documents which are deemed not to comply with the requirements
of the tender shall be considered non-complying.

10. Post-qualification

Submitted documents of the LCQ shall be subjected to post qualification evaluation. The bid
that PASSED the Post-Qualification shall be declared as the Lowest Calculated Responsive
Quotation (LCRQY).

11. Total Contract Price

The Total Contract Price shall be inclusive of all taxes and other related expenses / charges.

12. Notice to Supplier
